Some singing games to try with young babies: 
 
�i�� Lullabies—you can make up your own or try some 
 favourites like “Twinkle Twinkle Little Star”  
 
�i�� Peek-a-boo—babies love this  game—hide your face  
    behind your hands or under a scarf. You help them learn  
that you don’t actually disappear. 
 
�i�� Games with hands and feet—like “Round and round the 

garden” or “This Little Piggy” or make up your own 
tickly game 

 
�i�� Bouncing games—gentle bouncing on the knee to 

“Horsey Horsey” or “Humpty Dumpty”  Memories are made of this...       
 
For a baby, the most important thing 
about a book , is the  
person he/she shares it with. 
 
So: 
�i�� Look at books together ,  
whatever age your baby or child is 
�i�� Find a quiet space for just a few 

minutes a day 
�i�� Remember it’s ok just to look at 

the pictures and talk about what 
you see
